	SUDExecutiveSummary: Milestone 1: The Commonwealth continues to ensure that substance use professionals have access to American Society of Addiction Medicine (ASAM) aligned evidence-based and best practice training for the treatment of substance use and co-occurring substance use and mental health disorders. The Department of Drug and Alcohol Programs (DDAP) facilitated monthly technical assistance (TA) webinars focused on various topics, including Case Management Services and Medications for Opioid Use Disorder (MOUD) Bridget Services.

Milestone 2: The Commonwealth continued to ensure substance use providers had access to training on The ASAM Criteria through Train for Change or The Change Companies. DDAP also offered training on evidence-based interventions, co-occurring conditions, risk ratings, and medication-assisted treatment (MAT) that supported the provision of individualized, evidence-based treatment.
The DDAP also facilitated the following webinars:
•Comparing Levels 1, 2.1, 2.5, and Opioid Treatment Program (OTP) Services
•Integrating Family Services Across Outpatient Levels of Care
•Incorporating Family Services into Residential Levels of Care
•Medication Assisted Treatment 101: Introduction to Medication Assisted Treatment for Opioid Use Disorder (OUD)
•Motivational Interviewing: Advancing the Practice
•Co-Occurring Conditions: Promising Practices and Approaches
•Treatment Planning with the ASAM Criteria
•Cognitive Behavioral Strategies (CBS) for Treating Individuals with SUD, Levels 1 and 2

Milestone 3: DDAP, Department of Human Services (DHS), and the Behavioral Health Managed Care Organizations (BHMCOs) began ASAM alignment reviews for residential facilities. DDAP continued to review and approve providers at the 2.5 and 3.7 ASAM levels of care. 

• Metric #9: The overall use of IOP/PHP returned to the trend line in 2023. 
• Metric #23: There was a 14.6% increase in ED utilization for SUD per 1,000 beneficiaries this DY. There was a data reporting correction that affected the child sub-population metric.
• Metric #24: Inpatient hospitalizations continued to drop. This trend began with the inception of the Public Health Emergency (PHE) and continue to this DY.  
• Health Information Technology (HIT) metrics: The fluctuations due to the new prescription drug monitoring program (PDMP) system have continued to level off, and all clinical alerts have resumed.

•	Metric #3 reports the number of members by month with a SUD diagnosis through QE 3/31/2023. Metric #3: The number of individuals with SUD diagnoses declined through March 2021, including a large decrease in January 2021. There has been a relatively steady increase since March 2021, including a bump in the fall of 2021. There was 0% change from DY6Q3 to DY6Q4.
Sub-populations:
•	There is a decrease in pregnant women with diagnoses after March 2020 through January 2021, when a data reporting error was corrected. Although there were fluctuations in 2021, the overall number of pregnant women since the data correction in 2021 is flat.
•	The number of Dual Eligibles has increased and continues to follow the trend line.
•	The number of Older Adults and Children with a SUD diagnosis increased up through the PHE. In the first quarter of 2021, there was a decrease when a data reporting error for Children was corrected. The overall number has increased and continues to follow the trend line with a slight increase over trend for Older Adults since the last quarter of 2022.

The departments are continuing their efforts to transition the field to The ASAM Criteria 3rd edition. DDAP continues to hold monthly TA webinars on various topics. The webinars over the past quarter included August’s Case Management Services and September’s MOUD Bridge Services.

Currently there are 74 Level 2.5 providers and 21 Level 3.7 providers that have participated in the initial alignment review and are approved to contract with the singe county authorities or BHMCOs. The increase of 2.5 aligned providers relates to previously closed programs aligning with 2.5 services under new license numbers with a provider that assumed those closed programs. 

DY6Q3 (April 1, 2023–June 30, 2023)
The departments are continuing their efforts to transition the field to The ASAM Criteria 3rd edition. DDAP continues to hold monthly TA webinars on various topics. The ASAM webinars over the past quarter included April’s Comparing Levels 1, 2.1, 2.5, and OTP Services; May’s Webinar of Integrating Family Services Across Outpatient Levels of Care; and June’s presentation of Incorporating Family Services into Residential Levels of Care.

In addition, DDAP continues to conduct initial reviews of Level 2.5 and Level 3.7 for providers who are interested in contracting for services at these levels of care. DDAP participates in a TA call and review of certain policies and procedures submitted by a provider. The TA call assists providers with understanding the criteria for these levels of care and includes a review of policies to ensure the policies and procedures reflect the ASAM Criteria. Currently there are 66 Level 2.5 providers and 20 Level 3.7 providers who have participated in the initial alignment review, and they are approved to contract with the single-county authorities or BHMCOs. During this quarter, one Level 2.5 provider with several programs closed, and another provider assumed many of those sites. QI staff are working with the new provider to align some of those programs under new licensing numbers.

DY6Q2 (January 1, 2023–March 31, 2023)
DDAP continues to align providers for Level 2.5 and 3.7 who are contracting with a Single County Authority (SCA) or BHMCO. To date, DDAP has aligned 74 Level 2.5 Partial Hospitalization Providers and 20 Level 3.7 Medically Monitored Intensive Inpatient Providers. DDAP reviews the providers’ policies for alignment with the ASAM Criteria 2013, 3rd edition. In addition, the reviews include a meeting with the providers’ interdisciplinary team to discuss the various aspects of ASAM and how the providers will align with the criteria in the ASAM 3rd edition.  

DDAP continues to provide monthly TA webinars to address various topics of the ASAM Criteria. The webinar topics for February and March were The Guiding Principles of The ASAM Criteria, and Level 3 Residential Services and Recovery House Information. In addition, DDAP’s website continues to be a resource for providers with information regarding each level of care and guidance for aligning with The ASAM Criteria, 2013, 3rd edition.

DY6Q1 (October 1, 2022–December 31, 2022)
As of December 31, 2022, there are 74 aligned Level 2.5 Partial Hospitalization programs and 18 Level 3.7 Medically Monitored Intensive Inpatient Services (Adult Criteria) programs. These programs have participated in a process which included a conference call with the program’s interdisciplinary team members and a review of the program’s policies and procedures to ensure program policies align with the ASAM Criteria 3rd edition.

During this time period, DDAP presented webinars in October and November on the topics of Individualized Program Schedules and ASAM Alignment Reviews.

The DDAP website continues to be the access point for information regarding the ASAM Transition which includes Service Characteristics and Self-Assessment Checklists for each level of care, webinars presented by the Department over the last several months, training information.

Metrics #6–#12: The number of unduplicated individuals receiving any services has increased in general since the beginning of the Demonstration. There are many swings each month in the unduplicated number of individuals. There was a large increase in the number of individuals receiving any service in March 2022 compared to the previous months; however, it is relatively close to the expected trend rate overall, so this is just seen as a data fluctuation. The drop-in services in the second quarter of 2022 were unexpected and more than offsets the large increase in March 2022. Since March 2022, the metric results are below trend. Metric #6 increased by 6.1% overall and has returned to the trend-line by the end of this quarter. 
•	An error in reporting was corrected for Pregnant Women and Children sub-populations in January 2021. This resulted in an apparent drop in utilization for these sub-populations. However, the data is now more accurate: 
o	Pregnant women receiving services declined since January 2021, but are now maintaining a constant rate above the trend line. 
o	Children sub-populations have remained constant or declined since January 2021. However, this quarter, Children’s utilization has returned to the trend line. 
•	Dual Eligibles and Older Adult’s utilization of SUD services have a trend that has decreased and continues to follow trend with slight increases since April 2022. Dual Eligibles and older adults are now above the trend line.
•	Note: We expected that the MAT for dual eligibles would drop starting January 1, 2020, because of Medicare’s new coverage of MAT.

Analysis by service:
Metric #7 reports the number of individuals receiving Early Intervention (EI). The number of individuals receiving EI was fairly steady over time, up until the PHE in summer 2021, when there was a drop. The EI total statistic returned to the trend line this quarter. The Pregnant Women and Children sub-population metrics are affected by the data reporting correction. While utilization has decreased since early 2021, when the data correction was implemented, those two populations are now above the trend line. Dual Eligibles have experienced decreased utilization of EI starting in 2021, but began to stabilize in 2022 with utilization returning to the trend-line in 2023. Older Adults have had a slight increase since January 2021, despite some large monthly fluctuations. All EI trends have been relatively flat since 2021 but returned to trend-lines in 2023.

Metric #8 reports the number of individuals receiving outpatient (OP) services. The number of individuals receiving OP care is fairly steady over time but has dropped slightly below trend in March 2022, only returning to the trend line in 2023. The Pregnant Women and Children sub-population metrics were affected by the data reporting correction. Pregnant women utilization did drop in September 2021, but rebounded in January 2022, and is now above the decreasing trend line. Children’s utilization has remained relatively constant but dropped slightly since the data correction in January 2021, finally returning to the trend line in 2023. Utilization for Dual Eligibles and Older Adults continues is now above the decreasing trend line in 2023.

Metric #9 reports the number of individuals receiving IOP/PHP services. The number of individuals receiving IOP/PHP has decreased steadily since the beginning of the Demonstration. Note that the Commonwealth’s standards for IOP/PHP have been clarified to better align with ASAM standards, and this could account for fewer programs reporting that they provide PHP, which is substantially different under ASAM from the historic Commonwealth service description. Because these services are in congregate settings, utilization decreased after the beginning of the PHE in March 2020. Although there has been some increase as the PHE has been extended, the overall utilization of IOP/PHP has continued to decrease due to ASAM alignment and was below the expected trend line for the last three quarters of 2022. In 2023, IOP/PHP utilization have returned to the trend line. The Pregnant Women and Children sub-population metrics are affected by the data reporting correction and now have relatively flat trends that are above the trend line in 2023. Dual Eligible and Older Adults sub-populations are above trend.

Metric #10 reports the number of individuals receiving residential and inpatient services. The number of individuals receiving residential and inpatient services was steady over time, up until the beginning of the PHE, when there was a drop in spring 2020. Utilization increased again in fall 2020 through October 2021 and has fallen below the trend line since fall 2021, when the first residential ASAM on-site review pilots began. The Pregnant Women and Children sub-population metrics are affected by the data reporting correction. Pregnant Women’s utilization is relatively constant. The Children’s population had a large decrease in utilization beginning in fall 2021 but has increased and is now at trend again. Older Adults are above trend line, with some data fluctuations. Dual Eligible members are below the trend line again this quarter but closer to the trend.

Metric #11 reports the number of individuals receiving withdrawal management (WM) services. The number of individuals receiving WM services was steady over time, up until the beginning of the PHE when there was a drop in utilization. Beginning in June 2020, there was a large increase in WM utilization, with utilization consistent with the linear trend by the end of the CY. The PHE has led to volatility in the utilization of WM, with utilization both above and below the trend line. 2022 utilization returned to a utilization below the trend line, which has continued into 2023. The Pregnant Women and Children subpopulation metrics are affected by the data reporting correction and have relatively flat utilization. Dual Eligible and Older Adult metrics continue to follow the historic trend with monthly fluctuations. 

Metric #12 reports the number of individuals receiving MAT services. In mid 2019, the Commonwealth implemented Centers of Excellence and initiatives to increase MAT usage. MAT for Dual Eligibles dropped starting January 1, 2020, because of Medicare’s new coverage of MAT. There is another dip associated with the PHE in May 2020 and November 2020. The Commonwealth has been giving additional guidance to providers on how to bill Medicaid for MAT, which appears to have improved reporting data in this area. The Commonwealth has seen an increase in the overall use of MAT since November 2020, which is related to this improved guidance and experienced a 19.2% jump in DY6Q4. The Pregnant Women and Children sub-population metrics are affected by the data reporting correction with the Pregnant Women’s MAT delivery continuing on trend and the Dual Eligible, Older Adult, and Children’s MAT increasing above trend, especially since spring 2022.

Metric #22: The numerator of Metric #22 decreased by one individual from CY 2021 to CY2022; however, the denominator increased by more than 2,000 individuals. This resulted in the rate decreasing by 12%, a large change compared to previous years where the changes were 2% or less.

The training is followed by an optional eight month learning collaborative designed to affect change within the participant’s organization. Since development, 127 classes have been held for 2745 students in either a live classroom or virtual setting. 10 classes, 212 students trained from 7/1/23 to 9/30/23.  
Co-Occurring Conditions: Promising Practices and Approaches: This course reviews up to date principles, terminology, treatment strategies, and programming guidelines for working with individuals with co-occurring diagnoses. Since development in November 2021, 31 classes have been held and 845 students have been trained. 5 classes, 120 students trained from 7/1/23 to 9/30/23.

As of June 30, 2023, there have been 14,639 individuals trained in The ASAM Criteria through either a two day classroom training by Train for Change or by on demand modules through The Change Companies and ASAM. 
Throughout the reporting period, DDAP offered additional trainings to the field in the areas of CBS for Individuals with SUD, Motivational Interviewing: Advancing the Practice, Co-Occurring Conditions: Promising Practices and Approaches, Treatment Planning with The ASAM Criteria, ASAM Criteria Risk Rating, and an online module for MAT 101. The trainings assist with the ASAM alignment by providing information on individualized care, evidence-based practices, and motivational strategies while increasing the knowledge of the SUD workforce. Since inception of these courses, approximately 7,727 individuals have been trained. Information specific to this reporting period is noted below, with a description of the trainings.

The following are course descriptions and figures for this reporting period of April 1, 2023–June 30, 2023:  

MAT 101: Introduction to Medication Assisted Treatment for OUD: This course is a two hour online module that discusses how to effectively combine medication with counseling to create a recovery plan for individuals with OUD. Developed in 2019, approximately 1,272 individuals have completed this on-demand and self-paced course. From April 1, 2023–June 30, 2023, 126 students were trained. 
Motivational Interviewing: Advancing the Practice: This course provides participants with the information to respond to individuals with empathetic, reflective statements, and to identify change talk within individual speech. The training is followed by an optional eight-month learning collaborative designed to affect change within the participant’s organization. Since development, 117 classes have been held for 2,533 students in either a live classroom or virtual setting. Twenty classes, 489 students trained from April 1, 2023–June 30, 2023. 
Co-Occurring Conditions: Promising Practices and Approaches: This course reviews up-to-date principles, terminology, treatment strategies, and programming guidelines for working with individuals with co-occurring diagnoses. The trainings assist with the ASAM alignment by providing information on individualized care, evidence-based practices, and motivational strategies while increasing the knowledge of the SUD workforce. Since inception of these courses, approximately 6,518 individuals have been trained. Information specific to this reporting period is noted below with a description of the trainings.

Developed in 2019, approximately 1146 individuals have completed this on-demand and self-paced course. 132 students trained from 1/1/23 to 3/31/23.  
Motivational Interviewing: Advancing the Practice: This course provides participants with the information to respond to individuals with empathetic, reflective statements, and to identify change talk within individual speech. The training is followed by an optional eight-month learning collaborative designed to affect change within the participant’s organization. Since development, 97 classes have been held for 2044 students in either a live classroom or virtual setting. 11 classes, 250 students trained from 1/1/23 to 3/31/23.  
Co-Occurring Conditions: Promising Practices and Approaches: This course reviews up to date principles, terminology, treatment strategies, and programming guidelines for working with individuals with co-occurring diagnoses. Since development in November 2021, 20 classes have been held and 555 students have been trained. Four classes, 111 students trained from 1/1/23 to 3/31/23.

Co-Occurring Conditions: Promising Practices and Approaches: This course reviews up to date principles, terminology, treatment strategies, and programming guidelines for working with individuals with co-occurring diagnoses. Treatment Planning with the ASAM Criteria: This course reviews the tenants of a proper treatment plan and identifies common pitfalls through case conceptualization. Developed in July 2021, 24 classes have been held for 558 students. One class, 30 students trained from 10/1/22 to 12/31/22.  
CBS for Treating Individuals with SUD: This course is comprised of four levels, which must be completed sequentially. Level One is an online module that provides participants with the base knowledge needed to complete the subsequent levels. Level Two is an in-person training which provide participants the opportunity to practice CBS skills through case conceptualization and role play. Levels Three and Four allow the participants to bring recordings and case conceptualizations of real clients and receive feedback regarding their use of CBS. Developed in September 2021, a total of 418 students have completed Level One and 54 students have completed Level Two. 10/1/22 to 12/31/22 — Level One module — 84 Student completions, Level Two classroom — 0 scheduled in this time frame.  
ASAM Criteria — Understanding Risk Rating: This short One hour online module helps learners understand The ASAM Criteria Risk Rating Severity Matrix and how to apply it. Launched in June 2020, 1426 learner completions. 137 learners trained from 10/1/22 to 12/31/22. 
DDAP staff continue to provide TA to treatment providers through email correspondence, monthly webinars, and virtual meetings.

In addition, DDAP continues to work with the BHMCOs, DHS, and Mercer, DHS’ contracted vendor, on revising and improving the alignment review tool.

In addition to the pilot reviews taking place, DDAP has reviewed 74 Level 2.5 providers and 18 Level 3.7 providers to align their policies and procedures with the ASAM Criteria 3rd edition.

Question Area A: The metrics from this quarter demonstrate that information technology is being used to slow down the rate of growth of individuals identified with SUD by increasing the number of providers registered with, and using, the PDMP.

Q1 (HIT1) PDMP queries by providers (prescribers, dispensers) were impacted by the new PDMP system that was implemented on February 14, 2022. In January 2022, there were 2.5 million queries in the old system. The number of queries is leveling off now in 2023 at approximately 1.9 million queries per month. 

Q2 (HIT3) Single Sign On (SSO) Connections live. The way that the number of PDMP connections/users were counted changed with the new PDMP system that was implemented on February 14, 2022. In January 2022, 142,665 users were recorded as being system registrants in the old system. The number of SSO connections were 105,000 by the end of DY6Q4.

Question Area B: How is information technology being used to treat effectively individuals identified with SUD?

Question Area B: The HIT Metrics #S1, S2, and S3 demonstrate that the information technology is being used to effectively treat individuals identified with SUD. Actions tracked: opioid prescriptions dispensed and alerts for high dosage. Note: Alerts began in October 2018.

S1 (HIT2): The number of opioid prescriptions being dispensed continued to decrease. There were significantly more opioids reported dispensed beginning January 1, 2019, but the overall trend was still a decrease in dispensed opioids. The number of opioid prescriptions fell below 500,000 in fall 2021. With the implementation of the new PDMP system, the number of opioid prescriptions in February 2022 was noticeably less (448,034 compared to 475,337) with a large increase in March 2022 (511,134). However, if these two months are averaged (479,584), the number of opioids dispensed was very similar to the January 2022 number. The decrease in opioids dispensed has continued on trend since the PDMP system change, with the average number of opioids dispensed being roughly 475,000 per month during DY6Q4 (5,000 less a month than DY6Q3).

S2 (HIT4): The number of individuals who receive a dosage of greater than or equal to 90 MMEs per day as measured by number of “Patient Exceeds Opioid Dosage (MME/D) Threshold” alerts generated. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention recommends that prescribers should reassess evidence of the benefits and risks to the individual when increasing dosage to ≥ 50 MME/day (e.g., ≥ 50 mg hydrocodone; ≥ 33 mg oxycodone) and avoid increasing to ≥ 90 MME/day (≥ 90 mg hydrocodone; ≥ 60 mg oxycodone), when possible, due to an increased risk of complications. 
•	A PDMP system technical error resulted in lower than expected number of clinical alerts for the first half of 2023. The average monthly number of MME alerts dropped to 4,894 per month. 
•	Historic note: The PDMP has reported fewer than 54,000 alerts since February 2020, dropping to 45,000 in March 2021. However, on February 14, 2022, the Pennsylvania PDMP switched PDMP system vendors. The Commonwealth did not send clinical alerts related to MME in February 2022 due to the system transition. At the end of the CY, the system was sending approximately 18,000 MME alerts monthly. 
•	NOTE: MME/MPE alerts are calculated differently in 2022 than with the prior vendor. Trends should not be compared pre/post vendor transition. 

S3 (HIT5): The number of patients who received controlled substance prescriptions from three or more prescribers and three or more pharmacists in a three-month period as measured by the PDMP Multiple Provider Alerts generated. 
•	A PDMP system technical error resulted in lower than expected number of clinical alerts for the first half of 2023. The average monthly number of PDMP clinical alerts dropped to 2,564 per month. 
•	Historical note: The metric has stayed below 27,000 since February 2020, and has even dropped to 18,000 in March 2021. However, on February 14, 2022, the Pennsylvania PDMP switched PDMP system vendors. The Commonwealth did not send Multiple Provider Alerts from February 2022 through August 2022. The Commonwealth began sending alerts again under the new PDMP system and was sending around 5,700 per month by the end of the CY.
•	NOTE: MME/MPE alerts are calculated differently than with the prior vendor. Trends should not be compared pre/post vendor transition. MPE Clinical alerts were not turned on for the new system until fall 2022. 

Question Area C: How is information technology being used to effectively monitor “recovery” supports and services for individuals identified with SUD?

The HIT metrics (Q3 and S4) demonstrate that information technology is being used to effectively monitor “recovery supports and services” for individuals identified with SUD. This is occurring through improvements in the overall integration of corrections facilities and EDs with the health information exchange (HIE) and PDMP and the increase in alerts sent.
Q3 (HIT6): The number of corrections connections live has increased over the Demonstration. Pennsylvania eHealth is working to establish connections between all prisons and the gateway to be able to see information about inmates. This is about using the PDMP through a portal and integration with medical records. 25 corrections facilities have been onboarded with the HIE. This represents all Commonwealth corrections facilities (there are only 24 Commonwealth correctional facilities; one corrections facility was closed in 2020), and they are all onboarded now to the Pennsylvania Patient & Provider Network, which is the HIE in the Commonwealth. The Commonwealth will now begin working with county facilities to begin onboarding those facilities. Note: One corrections facility was closed in 2020.

S4 (HIT7): Tracking MAT to treat SUDs and prevent opioid overdose, using the metric for the number of EDs connected to the HIE (HIT PM 7). This is the Hospital Quality Improvement Program, which tracks the number of EDs that are connected to the HIE and sends Automated ADT alerts. Actions Tracked: Hospital EDs onboarded in order to connect individuals to alternative therapies from other community based resources for pain management or general therapy/treatment. New hospital EDs have continued to be onboarded through spring 2023, with 197 onboarded.
Note: One hospital with an ED closed in DY2Q2. This resulted in a slight drop in the number of EDs on boarded with the HIE. Two hospitals began sending inpatient alerts in November 2019. The Health Information Organizations are working to get more hospitals to send inpatient alerts.

Metric #32: Access to Preventive/Ambulatory Health Services for Adult Medicaid Beneficiaries with SUD — The rate of adults with SUD receiving preventative care increased 5%. This indicates that improved SUD case management and service coordination is improving access to primary care.

In addition, DDAP staff provides TA on the criteria and supports the treatment providers in understanding the criteria for all levels of care. Treatment providers, SCAs, and BHMCOs have been given a resource account where they can submit questions.  
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
