As pontuagdes escalonadas minima e maxima
representam as pontua¢des minima e maxima
possiveis em cada avaliacdo. Cada exame PSSA
tem uma pontuagdo minima, que permanece a
mesma todo ano. No entanto, a pontuagao
maxima para cada exame pode variar,
dependendo da dificuldade do exame a cada ano
(um exame mais dificil em determinado ano tera
pontuagdo maxima mais alta).

10.Erro padrio da medida.

Esse intervalo reflete o erro padrdo da medida da
pontuacdo do PSSA do aluno. Especificamente,
fornece limites razoaveis para o intervalo de
pontuagdes que o aluno pode receber, caso tenha
feito outro exame equivalente. (Ou seja, o aluno
fez um exame abrangendo exatamente o mesmo
contetido, mas incluiu um conjunto diferente de
itens.) Por exemplo, se a pontuagdo do PSSA for
1750 e o erro padrao da medida for de 1700 a
1800, o aluno provavelmente tera pontuagao
entre 1700 e 1800, caso tenha feito uma versao
diferente do exame.
