For both timing and content assessment plans should be
Intertwined with curriculum.

* Start with a review of the school academic calendar and
look for:

End of year dates

End of marking period/semester dates
State and school assessments

* Review curriculum for general time frames for units of
study and assessments.

* Review overall school calendar to determine general
conflicts.

« Communicate with colleagues to avoid overlap of high
value assessments.
