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MLF ALLOCATIONS

e 2021 MLF allocation - $452,694,000
« $34,775,000 (7.1%) decrease

 As of July 21, 2021- $444,799,549 released to 2,493 municipalities

« Payments released as municipalities become certified




MLF ALLOCATIONS

« 2020 MLF allocation - $487,469,000
« $13,276,541 (2.65%) decrease
« As of July 22, 2021- $485,676,153 released to 2,538 municipalities
« Payments released as municipalities become certified

« 2019 MLF allocation — $500,745,541
« As of June 30, 2021 - $499,470,413 released to 2,549 municipalities

« Six municipalities were not certified to receive their allocation and one municipality had a block
preventing the release of any payments from the Commonwealth

« Lapsed June 30, 2021 — certified letters were sent on April 12, 2021 to notify them of this




MLF ALLOCATION HISTORY

« $5 Fee for Local Use to counties who have passed the required ordinance (24)
- $19,74,310.00 (3 on hold)

« Up to $40 million per year available for traffic signals
(state funds)

« 20% municipal match required

« Focus on improving efficiency and operation of existing
traffic signals

« ARLE Funding Program began in 2010

 Funding generated from net revenue of fines collected
through ARLE Systems in Philadelphia

« Focus on improving highway safety and mobility

AUTOMATED SPEED ENFORCEMENT

» Authorized by Act 86 of 2018

* Pilot program on U.S. Route 1 (Roosevelt Boulevard)
between Ninth Street and Philadelphia County line shared
with Bucks County

-60-day warning period: 6/1/20 to 7/31/20
—Violations issued beginning 8/1/20

« Combined application with ARLE program beginning in
June 2021

*« $13.15M revenue from first 8 months of program




COVID-19 PROGRAM IMPACTS

* ARLE

- Restricted account in Motor License Fund
- Project awards based on revenue already received in the account

—Violations were down in early 2020 due to reduced traffic volume,
but revenue has been higher in more recent quarters

* Green Light-Go
— Annual fiscal year appropriation as part of the overall budget bill
-FY2019 reduction: $40M to $10M due to emergency flood repairs
—-FY2020 reduction

= Originally planned to be $20M due to emergency flood repairs
= Reduced to $10M due to COVID-19 revenue impacts

= Primarily rollover of funds from FY2017 to complete projects that were
stopped in spring 2020 due to COVID-19

—-2021: Full $40M appropriation restored




GLG: COVID RECOVERY

« FY2021: $40M appropriation

-$14.85M to restore construction funding for previously-awarded
projects with completed designs

-$1.3M to restore all funding for previously-awarded projects that
had not started work prior to COVID

-$15.65M for local grants from the Year 6 application round
-$7M for SmartPGH matching funds
-$1.2M for maintenance, operations, and administration

« Restart notifications sent July 1, 2021
* Year 6 awards announced July 7, 2021

* Next application round

—QOctober 2021 to January 2022 (est.)

—Goal is to award with funds from FY2022 upon enactment of
budget in July 2022
