Armstrong County Capital Equipment Budget

• Armstrong’s equipment budget has been on average $529,838 over the past 6 years with 

minimal fluctuation.

• Truck costs have increased exponentially over the past 5 years.

• To stay on a manageable life cycle, we realistically need to purchase 2-3 large trucks per year 

and 1 loader.
