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¢ 3 Pileated woodpecker (pie-ice-ate-ed)

This large woodpecker chips away the bark of trees to look for insects. They
carve deep, rectangular holes in trees with their powerful beaks when they
are ready to nest. The pileated woodpecker makes a loud, laughing call as it
flies through the forest.
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
