He shared about how
domestic violence, immigration, housing conditions, financing, and
education impact housing opportunities and health, He also
highlighted his professional journey from home construction and
real estate to work at a public housing authority and affordable
housing development, to the opportunities to work towards
housing equity through Special Purpose Credit Programs.

Develop a fair housing guide on gentrification
Partner with local agencies that support neighborhood residents and elevate
those perspectives to a state-wide level
Take enforcement actions when members of protected classes are being
displaced due to development
Actively engage in local issues to prevent situations that displace local
residents

Offer ongoing training to PHRC staff to ensure skilled
investigations into fair housing cases with a disparate impact on
survivors of domestic violence
Foster advocacy efforts to advance state protections for survivors
of domestic violence

Partner with PA Appraisal Board staff to investigate cases of appraisal
bias. 
Provide fair housing training & resources to Appraisal Board staff
