Basic

The Basic Level reflects marginal academic performance, and work at this level demonstrates a partial
command of and ability to apply the knowledge, skills, and practices represented in the Pennsylvania
standards. Consistent performance at this level indicates additional academic support may be needed for

engaging successfully in further studies in this content area.

Below Basic

The Below Basic Level reflects inadequate academic performance, and work at this level demonstrates a

minimal command of and ability to apply the knowledge, skills, and practices represented in the
Pennsylvania standards. Consistent performance at this level indicates extensive additional academic

support may be needed for engaging successfully in further studies in this content area.
