Conference on Higher Education scheduled for June 9-11, 2010 in Lancaster, PA. The theme for
this year’s conference is “Rising to the 2020 Challenge,” reflecting President Obama’s goal that
America will regain lost ground and have the hxghest proportion of students graduating from
college in the world by 2020.

Ms. Edmunds addressed Dr. McNairy’s concerns relative to the timeline for development
and implementation of the major program review for educator preparation.

Comments were made by Dr. Arnold Hilliman regarding teacher preparation and Mr. Dan
Fogarty regarding AAS degrees within Act 50.
