REPORT OF THE DEPUTY SECRETARY AND COMMISSIONER FOR
POSTSECONDARY AND HIGHER EDUCATION

Dr. Kate Shaw, Deputy Secretary and Commissioner for Postsecondary and Higher
Education, discussed ongoing efforts related to higher education reform and the higher education
workgroup that is engaging in related discussions. Most recently, Dr. Shaw said a convening
was held to support the workgroup's efforts in reviewing issues related to higher education
affordability and workforce development. Dr. Shaw also discussed the Shapiro Administration’s
efforts to address collegiate basic needs through PA MASLOW. She noted that an additional
'Financial' pillar will be integrated into PA MASLOW, expanding the framework to seven
pillars. She shared that a student needs assessment tool is being developed to be utilized across
postsecondary institutions in Pennsylvania with the goal to connect students with resources and
to identify needs and service gaps to support college completion. Finally, Dr. Shaw updates on
the launch of the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). She also discussed the
Pennsylvania Department of Education’s efforts to expedite the intern certificate process for
educator preparation programs.
